Details of Duties and Responsibilities

1. Assist the senior supervisors by carrying out a range of duties under their direction.

2. Supervise students both inside the building and outside in the school grounds during the mid-day break.

3. If poor weather prevents students going outdoors during the break, settle and supervise them as directed.

4. Supervise students in designated dining areas during the mid-day break while they are eating their lunch.

5. Clean tables, chairs and floor of spillages and debris between sittings, prior to the tables being re-used.  Clean up spillages as they occur.

6. Report any incidents or concerns about the behaviour or safety of students to the senior supervisor.

7. Ensure work is carried out in accordance with the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 and subsequent legislation as detailed in the School Health & Safety Policy.

8. Administer basic First Aid to children who have minor injuries, such as cuts and bruises caused by playground accidents.

      scope of the post, as requested by management.
